G. Presenters will ask CEU participants to complete a self-assessment of their attainment of the learning objectives as part of a required evaluation at the end of the session. (In addition, participants registered for CEUs will be required to evaluate the course content, presentation, and appropriateness of the learning objectives. Participants will be required to sign the evaluation/self assessment.)
