8. Conditional Information Transfer (CIT) – Submit an electronic copy of my PowerPoint presentation as well as any written handouts or digital photos at least 4 weeks prior to the webinar to nick@nirsa.org. In an ongoing effort to be more sustainable, my presentation and handouts will be uploaded to a website that attendees can access to that they can download the information prior to the educational event.
